Students 
must complete at least one course in all three of the following regions, with twelve of the total 18 hours at the 300 or 400 
level. 

• Take one History course in each geographical concentration area:  
o US, Europe, and Africa/ Asia/ Latin America 

• Take three (3) additional History courses (no geographical req). 
• 18 total credits-of which 12 credits must be at the 300/400 level. 

 
Based on the student’s selection, they may need to work with their 
faculty advisor  to adapt their selections listed in the above chart to ensure requirements are met. 

• HIS 200 = HIST 2TC (U.S. Concentration; lower
